Weather Message:  for the following county, Greene, Pennsylvania, and the following counties: In West 

Virginia, Marion, Monongalia and Wetzel.  Snow accumulation, 3 - 5 inches.  Periods of most intense 

snow during the day on Tuesday.  Snow showers will gradually taper down through Tuesday night.  

Hazardous travel conditions are expected due to snow. 

Weather Message: for the following counties.  In West Virginia: Harrison, and Taylor.  Hazard types, 

Snow, and Snow Accumulations.  Snow accumulations of 2 - 6 inches over a 36 hour period.  Some 

settling and melting of falling snow is expected during the advisory period. Snow showers will be around 

for the mid-week period with varying intensity.  Impacts indicate: Travel may be difficult at times.  

Visibility will be limited at times. 

A winter weather advisory for snow means periods of snow will cause primarily travel difficulties.  Be 

prepared for snow covered roads and limited visibility, and use caution while driving.

Regular Weather 
The local meterological focast for today calls for much colder weather into late week with snow showers 

into Thursday.   

For Tonight, Winter weather advisory in effect as discussed until 7:00 a.m. Wednesday.   Cloudy and 

snow showers likely, mainly in the evening, with additional snow accumulations of around 1 inch.  Lows 

around 20s.  West wind around 10 mph with gusts of 20 mph.  Chance of snow 80%. 

For Tomorrow, snow showers likely with additional accumulations around an inch.  Highs in the mid - 

20s.  West wind around 10 mph with gusts up to 20 mph.  Chance of snow 70% 

At 4:00 p.m.  conditions around the Ham Radio Today listening area include the following: 

In Morgantown,light snow was falling.  Temperture 27 degrees. 

In Clarksburg, light snow 24 

In Wheeling, haze, 26. 

In Parkersburg, Light snow and fog, 25 

In Pennsylvania 

In Altoona, light snow, 29 

In Pittsburgh, cloudy, 28 

Once again, In Morgantown, 25 degrees with light snow, and In Clarksburg 24 with light snow.

Solar Weather 
Now for Solar Weather 

Solar activity is expected to continue at very low levels with occasional C-Class flares likely.  Solar wind 

parameters are expected to decrease as the negative polarity Coronal Hole High Speed Stream 

influences wane through today.  However, an enhancement is likely due to the anticipated arrival of a 

glancing blow CME from February 5th.  The geomagnetic field is expected to reach active levels for a few 

synoptic periods today in response to the CME effects.

The greatest expected Planetary K-index for today is 4 with an average of 3.13. 

The solar radiation storm forcast for an S1 or greater storm is 1% 

No radio blackouts were observed over the past 24 hours.  The chance for an R1 to R2 radio blackout for 

today is 10 % with the chance of an R3 or greater blackout is 1%
